Extraordinary Flexibility:  Our new work stations 
set the standard for versatility.  The worktable features 
rotational adjustment of 60-90 degrees from vertical, 
allowing operators to customize the angle at which they 
best operate.  The height of the tabletop has 
approximately 24 inches of pneumatic adjustment, easily 
accommodating operator preference.  All work stations 
employ locking mechanisms that prevent the tabletop 
work area from falling at any orientation.  These locking 
mechanisms eliminate drifting, creating a positive lock 
that further ensures the safety of employees.

Power Dist. Box

State of the Art Overhead Connectivity: The 
power distribution box, located on the overhead section, 
includes a jack that allows you to connect up to four Cat-
5 cables.  This exclusive feature allows the use of 
Ethernet, and the possibilities are limitless.  Also featured 
are four 110 volt electrical outlets and three quickare four 110 volt electrical outlets and three quick-
disconnect air couplings.  Florescent lighting provides an 
extremely well-lit work area, and our overhead tool-rail 
trolley system allows operators to suspend tools above 
the work area and easily move them out of the way when 
not in use. Adjustable work-instruction  holders also 
come standard.

Unmatched Strength and Durability:   As with 
all of our Modu-Tek structures, these work stations are 
framed using our clear-anodized extruded aluminum 
profiles, meaning they will never rust, corrode, or require 
painting!   Tabletops support 1000 lbs. of deadweight 
when positioned at 90 degrees from vertical (this number

includes the weight of tabletop carriage and tabletop 
material).  

Configurable Options:  Choose any width from 24 
to 72 inches wide; choose between “fixed” tabletop (does 
not rotate but retains vertical adjustment) or “adjustable”  
tabletop (both rotational and vertical adjustment).
